Are you a JUVENILE?

You must appear in 
court with a parent 
or guardian on or 

before your 
appearance date. 

Is the citation for a 
COMPLIANCE 

violation? 

YES 

If citation is for Fail 
to Maintain Financial 
Responsibility (FMFR 

- No Liability 
Insurance) and you 

had insurance 
coverage at the time 
of the citation, you 
will need to have 

your insurance 
company email or fax 

proof of coverage 
directly to the court  
(see instructions on 

main page in citation 
packet). 

If deficiency is 
corrected within 5 
days of violation, it 
may be eligible for 

dismissal with a fee.

Is the citation for a 
MOVING violation? 

YES 

You may be eligible 
to request a Driving 

Safety Course (DSC) if 
you meet the 

required criteria. 

DSC criteria is listed 
on the DSC Reply 
Form in citation 

packet. 

For ALL violations 

Enter a plea either in 
person, by mail, or 

through counsel 

If you enter a plea of 
NOT GUILTY... 

You will be set for 
Pre-Trial to meet 
with Prosecutor 

Resolution of case 
with Prosecutor 

Set for Bench or Jury 
Trial 

If you enter a plea of GUILTY or NOLO CONTENDERE (No 
Contest)... 

Pay citation (either in 
full or request a 
payment plan) 

You may be eligible 
to request Deferred 

Disposition if you 
meet certain criteria.  
Contact the court for 

more information 
regarding Deferred. 

If you are found to 
be indigent, you may 
be given alternative 

means of discharging 
the fine and costs.  
Contact the court 

regarding Indigency 
hearings.
